Habitat for Humanity - Used Furniture
< Furniture that is new or gently used
« Upholstered items free of stains, rips, or tears

Bay State Book Company - Used Books
« All soft and hard covered books

« Textbooks & reference books

« CDs and DVDs

Sports Madness Limited - Used Sports Equipment
« Skates

« Baseball and Softball gloves

« Newer skis and Snowboards and Boots

The Bike Connector - Used Bicycles and Parts

» Bicycles that are “serviceable” - no bent frames or
stuck seat posts

» Bicycle parts - spare parts and components,
including tubes, tires, wheels, chains, pedals,
